Those days primary school allowed
early admission. | got admitted at the age of three for the
simple reason there were no required no. of students in
schools. Whoever came to the school teachers used to
admit them happily. After one year | don’t know why the
teacher told that after the summer holidays, “You go and
sit in 3rd std class room.” | was happy that instead of
going to 2nd | will be going to 3rd standard.
A year later, | didn’t go to school for 4th Std. at all as my
mother was not well so | was forced to quit school. Further
there was no one to ask me to go to school! Next | was
admitted to 5th Std. At that time, education system in
Karnataka was 1-4 primary, 5-8 middle and 9-11 was high
school. | do remember the days | spent in my middle

school. The teachers were very-very

good. Of course they were very strict m
and used to beat us. One teacher had S
a peculiar type of cane, if he used to
hit us then it will severely pain for 2-
3 days. If | recollect those days it was
good they did that. | particularly
remember my Arithmetic class. My
Nagappa teacher used to say, “Hey!
You got a bright future of being good
mathematician, you have to score
100/100 in every exam.” Again why he
said that | don’t know but | did score good marks in the
subject. When | committed a small mistake he used to
trash me like anything.

8th Std was a public exam, lower secondary school. | got
passed in 1st class. | studied in Main Middle School,
Shimoga. Even now it runs under the same name. It is a
government school with a huge compound and big
building. Today | feel proud to say that | was selected
and appointed as President of Old Boys Association. The
nomenclature still continues. Although there is no middle
school now but the building, the school name goes on
with. Next | joined high school. | studied only in
government schools and it exists even today.
